As part of the magazine's annual World's Best Awards, the publication released its 

list of the top 100 hotels in the world on Tuesday. Last year, six New England hotels 

made the list, including Twin Farms in Barnard, Vermont. This year, Twin Farms was 

the only regional spot to make the cut. The hotel ranked No. 52, falling from No. 15 in 

2017. However, the Green Mountain State destination again took the No. 1 spot on 

the magazine's list of top 10 resort hotels in the Northeast. (The best hotel in the 

world was determined to be the Four Seasons Resort Bali at Sayan in Indonesia.)
